6.       All items must conform to the size limits.

Please clearly mark the entries with the correct 
age group...Either Group C or Group D.  Please 
do not mark the child’s age in years. 
 
An A5 footprint means that the item should fit 
onto a sheet of A5 paper without affecting 
other exhibits nearby or overhanging the paper 
base (i.e. it must be approximately 15cm  width x 
20cm length  x 30cm height)
